Panel: The Real Cost Savings (or Costs) of Commoditizing of Insulators and Hardware
The premise and driver behind this topic is that over the years many utilities have commoditized the purchasing of pole line hardware and distribution insulators.  Various supply companies (distributors) will promise a utility that they can reduce their costs over buying directly from the manufacturer if they purchase the material from them.  This eliminates purchasing and warehousing costs for the utility.  However, after a certain period of time, these distributors will purchase the material from many more worldwide vendors, not originally approved by the utility, but perhaps meeting certain minimum standards.  After a while the utilities have noticed that the quality of the material is less (i.e. an example of heads popping off of bolts was given, another one on insulators and more).  The utilities then need to replace these materials or suffer the of having this material on their system.  Therefore, what is the real “Cost” of this material and is the utility really saving money?  The purpose of the panel is to explore the true cost of commoditizing these materials.
