Using novel survey technology, over 250,000 circuit miles of the US overhead distribution network has been surveyed from moving vehicles, and failing equipment has been identified, located and photographed.  The technology is also being deployed to survey transmission systems from fixed and rotary wing aircraft.  This presentation will detail the overall findings, geographical diversity of data, and strategies to harden the grid that have resulted.

·  “CIGRE Technical Brochure: ‘Live Working - A Management Perspective’”
In 2009 a survey questionnaire was sent out by CIGRE working group JWG27 to a number of utility companies around the world. The survey covers live working on transmission lines and in substations for 100 kV and over. A summary of the survey results will be presented.
