4.2  Clearance Adders for LiDAR Survey Data
     Jerry Reding presented a method for developing a clearance adder for survey activities, based on the various activities and associated tolerances.  Determinations of conductor temperature were not in scope for this presentation.
4.3  Meteorological Data Supporting LiDAR Surveys
     Bill Chisholm presented various meteorological schemes which support LiDAR surveys.  GPS for LiDAR targets, portable weather stations, and other instruments were presented.  Accuracy assessments for various instruments were also discussed.
